Details shown are the general requirements for construction of
a facility for disposing of liquid waste carried by travel trailers
and motor homes. Alternate designs for the various details may
be submitted for approval.

All construction shall be in accordance with current Standard and
Supplemental Specifications and project plans. All accessory hard—
ware shall be galvanized or painted as directed by the Engineer.
Any work or materials required which are not specifically covered
shall be as directed or approved by the Engineer.

Hydrants shall be combination freezeless and standard operating
units or freezeless and self—closing (as designated on the plans),
of a design and construction approved by the Engineer and
equipped with approved model accessory attachment as indicated.
Riser pipe for hydrants shall be one inch 1.D. galvanized water
pipe.

After the water line (to the last hydrant on the line) has been
placed and inspected, the line shall be tested and proven free
of leaks under 100 |bs. per square inch air pressure with soap and
water or other proven means. The line shall be required to maintain
such pressure 24 hours. Upon successful completion of inspection
and testing, excavated material shall be retumed to the trench
and tamped. Water lines for rim flush basin shall be either type
K" copdper or ﬁclvcnized pipe with appropriate fittings as neces—
sary and installed as shown and as directed by the Engineer.
