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Ensure the top of the signal housing is
no more than 25.6 feet above the
pavement. Ensure the bottom of the
signal housing and related attachments
are at least 15 feet above the pavement.

Ensure the bottom of the signal housing
(including brackets) that is not

located over a roadway is a minimum of
8 feet and a maximum of 19 feet above
the sidewalk or, if there is no

sidewalk, above the pavement grade at
the center of the roadway.

Mount pedestrian signal heads with the
bottom of the signal housing (including
brackets) no less than 7 feet or more
than 10 feet above the sidewalk level.
Position and adjust heads to provide
maximum visibility at the beginning of
the controlled crosswalk.
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
