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1. Place slope drain on undisturbed soil or
well-compacted fill.

2. Carefully compact cohesive soils around inlet end of
the drain in 6 in. lifts.

3. Discharge slope drain to a stable outlet or to a
sediment retention device.

4. Provide pipe and aprons of diameter specified.
